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Basic rules, standards and procedures for Rock Oil 2010 British Hare & Hound Championship

A Rock Oil sticker will be supplied and must be displayed on every machine
All riders contesting the series will need to be registered with the AMCA to be eligible to contest the series and end of year awards – forms available from either the club Secretary or the AMCA Office or the Clubs website to download

Classes – Pro/Championship – Expert – 2 Stroke Clubman – 4 Stroke Clubman – Veteran (over 40)- Ladies – Sportsman Novice. Machines can be either Mx or Enduro bikes in any class. All events will be closed circuit with no roadwork

Schedule – All events are scheduled for 3 hours subject to conditions on the day or any incidents which may occur during the meeting which may effect the safety of the riders or the public ect

Minimun age limit – The youngest you can ride this series is 14. Any 14-16 year old must book in one full week prior to the event and fill in a minor consent form (form available to download off the club website or from the Club Secretary)

Behaviour – Riders will take the consequences of their own actions and of any persons associated with them

Pits/ Refuelling area – There must be No Smoking, No Children, and No dogs in the pits. A maximum of 2-pit crew for each rider. Engines must be switched off when re fuelling it is advisable for the rider to bring their own CO2 extinguisher. Failure to comply will result in exclusion from the event

Public behaviour track side – Most of the courses are open for the public to walk around during the event. It is advisable for the public to be at least 30ft away from any of the track especially children and dogs. Also a responsible adult must accompany all children under the age of 14 and dogs at all times. Any member of the public not complying with this will be asked to leave the event and their associated riders will also be removed from the race (there is only red and white barrier tape between you and the bikes)

Repairs track side/ pits – Repairs track side can only be carried out by the rider him or her self or in the pits/ refuelling area where assistance is allowed (max 2 no. crew) any machine taken back to your transporter or via a shorter route will be deemed finished

Outside assistance – This means under no circumstances should goggles/fuel/gloves/refreshments/maintenance repairs be given to a rider trackside by any member of the public/pit crews ect. The only outside assistance allowed to be given to a rider must be from a marshal/ official and this only to be to a limited degree and to the discretion of the officials

Rider conduct during the race – Course cutting excessive verbal and or physical abuse will result in instant exclusion from the event. All riders must obey any orders given to them by marshals and officials at all times- it is usually for good reason

Complaints – Any complaints during the event must be voiced to the Clerk of the Course on the day or they will not be considered

Track Inspection – Riders sign on to say they have walked the track and are confident and competent to compete in the event. Many tracks will have hard/easy routes and crossed arrowed sections which mean approaching danger/hazard caution ect. Track inspection can only be done on foot no push bikes or any other mode of transport is allowed (a time and day will be agreed when the tracks can be inspected) 

Results/Points – Results remain provisional for 7 days after the event 

5 MPH – Green and white taped areas are strictly 5MPH-walking pace these include pits/re fuelling area and lap scoring area and possibly foot paths/by ways and crossing areas

Points scoring – Any class can Premier the Premier points are only awarded to the top 15 finishers overall for the end of year overall premiere trophy 

Point scoring; 
35 points for an event overall win (event premiere)
30 points for a Class win 
2nd 28 points, descending 2 points at a time to 14 points for 9th place 
Then descending 1 point at a time to 4 points for 19th place
All other finishers will receive 3 points
Laps are also converted to points e.g.: 1st place 30pts plus 15 laps = 45 points
All other finishers after 19th place score 3 points plus their laps

Please note: The event premier winner will be taken from his / her class and the other class contenders in the same class will be moved up one position

Changes – Any changes to the above rules and standards will be discussed at the riders meeting. Failure to comply with the above rules will result at the very least in exclusion from the event and or a possible ban from riding any future events, the rules are there for good reason

Enjoy your sport and consider others at all times everybody is equal at this event its down to you to keep it that way
